Change to Tablets

As part of a review of prescribing, NHS Borders are currently reviewing all patients prescribed edoxaban/rivaroxaban/dabigatran tablets.

The next time you request edoxaban/rivaroxaban/dabigatran you will notice we have changed your prescription to apixaban tablets.   

These medications are both anticoagulants and work in the same way to help prevent harmful clots forming in your blood vessels.  They also have the same possible side effects which include increasing the risks of bleeding.  You should report any unusual bleeding symptoms to your doctor. 

We propose to introduce the change with your next prescription, and you should finish your existing tablets as normal before starting the new tablets the following day. Please note that apixaban is a twice daily medication and should be taken in the morning and in the evening. It should be swallowed whole with, or without, food. 

This change has been made to help doctors continue to use high quality treatments while making the most effective use of available resources.
