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Dear 

	Following your recent attendance to the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh Emergency Department, your chest x-ray has been reported by the radiologists as showing an abnormality that requires further imaging. It is very common that we find such abnormality and should not be a cause for concern, but further investigation will better assess it. It is most likely a ‘nipple shadow’ that can be seen but a repeat chest xray will clarify this.

	Could you please contact your GP to arrange an out-patient repeat chest xray ‘with nipple markers’ to clarify that no further investigation is required
